2025 Open Door Ministry Report
This year our partnerships with Street Outreach Teams and Magdalene Mission expanded and
solidified. Each group provides weekly support and care for Detroit's homeless population on
the streets where they survive.

We invite Sunday worshippers to pack protein-dense, shelf-stable snack bags monthly, and to
carry home and recycle collapsed cardboard boxes from the weekly shipments of medical
supplies and warm goods that each of these 501 C3’s receives. In total, Fort Street packed
1,535 food bags in 2025 to serve both the homeless that stop by our church as well as
those served by SOT. On Tuesday afternoons volunteers help Magdalene Mission sort and
fold clothing for distribution during their Tuesday evening drives through Detroit city streets. At
Christmas Fort Streeters were invited to give to each group based on items on their website
wish lists. Boxes of handwarmers, gloves, hats and socks were collected under the tree in
Kingins Hall.

We also renewed bonds with several Presbytery churches and a local sorority this year when
we requested and received help providing water bottles and 300 food bags for the Detroit Street
Outreach Medical Biltz in June. Grosse Pointe Memorial Church, University Presbyterian
Church, and Grosse Isle Presbyterian Church are strong partners in our mission.

Individuals and organizations that have supported the Open Door during its 50+ years of
mission continued to generously give to the church. This year we awarded the 501 C3
Community & Home Supports, Inc. two grants totaling $15,000 to cover move-in costs that
could not be funded by their federal or city grants. Our first grant of $10,000 in June covered
security deposits for 12 individuals and 8 families. Our end of year, $5000 grant is being used
for more housing. Full reports are posted on the church bulletin board at the church house
entrance and on the church website.

We hosted about 100 people for a successful and fun Pre-Marathon Pasta Dinner on October
18 with proceeds going to the Open Door Ministry.

We added two new members to our committee in 2025 and we look forward to working with
more of the congregation as it grows in 2026.
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
